1. Uniformity of Land Valuation Rates: As there is no Govt. Approved Land Valuation rates in the state, Banks are finding difficulty in asserting the Value of Property while processing loans.

2. Rationalization of Stamp Duty: The Existing Govt. Approved Stamp Duty on Loan Agreements are quite high specially for Borrowers availing low value loans such as PM Vishwakarma/Mudra/Street Vendor Loans. Govt. may consider to reduce the Stamp Duty on loans up to Rs. 20 Lacs.
